Minutes of the meeting of the Board of Directors of the Virginia Podiatric Medical Association, Thursday, June 26 2008 at the Virginia Beach Resort Hotel and Conference Center, Virginia Beach, Virginia.

Meeting was called to order at 6:30 pm by Dr. Richard Derner, President, who presided. In attendance were doctors Annik Adamson, Ross Girvan, Mark Appleton, Ellen Shapiro, Seth Rubenstein, Sandy Shustek, Ken Wilhelm, David Cho, Mark Dollard, Rob Hallivis, Simon Mest, Rich Derner, Chuck Zelen, Arnold Beresh, Jeffrey Frost, and  Associate Director Bo Keeney and VPMA Legal Counsel, Bill Van Buren.  
Dr. Derner welcomed everybody and proceeded with introductions.


Dr. Adamson presented the Secretary’s Report.  Motion by Adamson/Shapiro to accept the following motions in a block:

Dr. Mest presented the Treasurer’s Report.  Motion by Mest/Wilhelm to accept the following motions in a block:

Above motions considered in a block passed unanimously.


Dr. Richard Derner presented the President’s Report in which he updated the Board of Directors on the appointment Dr. Charles Hastings as the new Membership Chairman, Dr. Simon Mest as the new Legislative Chairman and the addition of Dr. Barry Saffran and Dr. David Pontell to the Ethics Committee. Dr. Derner provided closing comments on his terms of service as VPMA president and expressed thanks to everyone who had assisted him over the years and served with him on the Board.  Dr. Derner explained that VPMA legal counsel was present to assist with information concerning subpoena’s which some VPMA members had received.  Finally Dr. Derner made a special presentation to the outgoing VPMA Conference Coordinator, Dr. Gary Effron, acknowledging his years of service and the organization’s gratitude for his service.
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Old Business:

Drs. Sullivan, Appleton, and Effron provided an update on a proposed VPMA Philanthropic Fund. After presentation of preliminary information, it was recommended that additional research was needed prior to proceeding.


Dr. Ross Girvan reported as the Chairman of the Conference Coordinator Selection committee that VPMA had interviewed multiple candidates for the Conference Coordinator position and retained Mrs. Peggy Tucker of Monarch Meetings as the new VPMA conference coordinator. Dr. Girvan provided the Board information on Mrs. Tucker’s qualifications and organizational skills.  Additionally Dr. Girvan expressed his gratitude to Dr. Gary Effron for his years of dedicated service to VMPA.


New Business:

Motion Mest/Zelen to allocate from the General Fund up to $1,000 in 2008 and up to an additional $1,000 in 2009 to offset expenses regarding the candidacy of Dr. Seth Rubenstein for APMA Board of Trustees. Passed unanimously.

Motion, on behalf of Dr. Charles Hastings and his Membership Committee, for VPMA to proceed with the 2008 membership recruitment drive as presented, including waiver of VPMA prorated 2008 dues, and approval of applicable and related administrative expenses not to exceed that budgeted in 2008 for membership recruitment and retention. Passed unanimously.


Motion Girvan/Zelen to authorize the Conference Coordinator Selection Task Force to enter into a written agreement with Dr. Gary Effron, not to exceed $10,000, which outlines his duties in assisting with transition with the new VPMA conference coordinator. Passed unanimously. 


Motion Zelen/Effron for VPMA to file comments with the Board of Medicine regarding proposed changes in regulation to the Rad Tech Limited License. Passed unanimously.


Division reports were presented by Division Presidents or their representatives. 
Committee Reports: 


Dr. Levin presented an update on the Mid-Atlantic Region, including the upcoming Region Eight conference.

Drs. Dollard, Cho & Rubenstein presented the APMA Delegates report, including advocating for Dr. Rubenstein’s campaign for APMA Board of Trustees.


Bruce Keeney’s Executive Director’s Report was previously distributed. Bo Keeney, Associate Director provided an update on dues collections, use of the website, upcoming newsletters, and membership recruitment.
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Drs. Mark Dollard and Simon Mest presented the Medicare (CAC) Report in which they detailed activities regarding DMEPOS, changes in carriers, and an outlook on federal legislation governing Medicare fee changes. 

Dr. Adamson presented the Nominations Committee Report and announced the slate to be place into nomination for consideration by the membership.

Dr. Simon Mest presented VPMA’s PODPac report in which he asked for contributions for the Board of Directors. Additionally he updated the Board of Directors on plans for soliciting contributions from the membership.


Dr. Gary Effron presented the Conference Coordinator’s report in which he stressed that VPMA is expected to once again have a successful and profitable convention. 


Dr. Arnold Beresh presented the Rad Tech Coordinator’s report in which he announced approximately 25 individuals were attending this conference’s Rad Tech Limited course with the examination to follow.


Mr. Bill Van Buren, VPMA Legal Counsel, provided his report as Legal Counsel, requesting any VPMA member who receives a subpoena contact him before responding.


Bo Keeney presented the Legislative Counsel’s Report which detailed a composite of all 2008 legislation that affected Virginia’s Podiatrists. 

Motion Derner/Wilhelm to enter into Executive Session to discuss legal issues.  . Passed unanimously. 
Open session resumed and called to order by Dr. Richard Derner, presiding. 


Under Good & Welfare, Dr. Derner and others expressed their grief over the loss of Dr. Frank Gross, long time VPMA member and friend. Additionally, Dr. Derner acknowledged and thanked Drs. Samuel Shustek and Gary Effron for their time and service to the VPMA Board of Directors as they have completed their terms of office.
