Meeting was called to order at 10:05 am by Dr. Chuck Zelen, President, who presided.  In attendance were doctors Alex Gorenshtein, Roland Ramdass, Jeff Frost, Lou Nordeen, David Cho, Ken Wilhelm, David Cox, J. Randolp Clements, Garry Effron, Scott Vantre, Arnold Beresh, Robert Hallivis, Chuck Zelen, and Executive Director Bruce Keeney.


Dr. Hallivis presented the Secretary’s Report.


Motion Hallivis/Frost to accept the following motions in a block:

- to accept the minutes of the June 26, 2008 meeting of the Board of Directors as previously distributed.

to accept the minutes of the June 28, 2008 annual membership meeting, subject to final acceptance by the membership, as previously distributed.

Dr. Randy Clements presented the Treasurer’s Report.


Motion Clements/Ramdass to accept the Treasurer’s Financial Summary of Accounts as of Aug 31st, 2008 as previously distributed.  Passed unanimously.


Motion Clements/Wilhelm to accept the Treasurer’s Financial Statement of the General Fund, reflecting revenue and disbursements, as of Aug. 31, 2008 as previously distributed.  Passed unanimously.


Motion Clements/Beresh to accept the Financial Summary of the 2008 VPMA Annual Conference as distributed.  By consensus, it was agreed that acceptance be deferred with the request

that Dr. Effron expedite completion of the complete summary, and that upon completion it be reviewed by the Treasurer.


Dr. Charles Zelen presented the President’s Report in which he presented an overview of association activities since the last meeting of the Board, and provided an update on a Roanoke Circuit Court case.


The Board proceeded with a telephone conference call with Legal Counsel, with emphasis on discussions and clarifications relating to the Roanoke Circuit Court case and its impact on the profession. 


There was no Old Business offered nor considered.


Under New Business, motion Beresh/Frost that the 2010 VPMA annual convention be held over the weekend of June 24-27 at the Resort and Conference Center in Virginia Beach, Virginia.  Passed.


Motion Beresh/Vantre that VPMA recommend its members consider, at their option, the services offered by the Infinity Business Group, to address “bad checks.”  Passed unanimously.


Motion Hallivis/Ramdass for VPMA to establish a Virginia Podiatrist of the Year and a Virginia Young Podiatrist of the Year, in accordance with the award criteria and guidelines as previously distributed.  Passed unanimously.


Division Reports were presented by respective Presidents or their representatives.  Dr. Wilhelm noted Northern Virginia continues to meet monthly, Dr. Frost reported the Richmond Division is functioning smoothly, no report was presented regarding Hampton Roads, and it was announced Dr. David Cox is the new President of the Southwest Division.


Dr. Ramdass provided an update on the upcoming Mid-Atlantic meeting.  


In the report of the APMA House of Delegates, Dr. Cho noted the candidacy of Dr. Seth Rubenstein to the APMA Board, that APMA was revamping its website, APMA was increasing its public relations staff, and the national organization’s website was to offer a coding resource center in the future.


The Executive Director provided an update on the pending fall Rad Tech course, noted comments had been filed with the Virginia Board of Medicine related to revisions to radiology technicians regulations, increased activity on the VPMA website, and the Executive Director supporting efforts by state executives to contribute to APMA-PAC.  


Advice was provided to the Ethics Committee relating to questions as to fellowships obtained, noting one may wish to confirm date fellowship completed, and if the organization indicated granted the fellowship.


Dr. Beresh offered a comprehensive update on insurance codes.  


Dr. Gorenshtein announced winners of the APMAPAC contest.
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Dr. Lou Nordeen reviewed activities of the Public Relations Committee and encouraged greater statewide involvement by individual members.


The President also noted the Conference Coordinator has begun work with the Scientific Chair and plans on a more detailed advance convention program being available by the next Board meeting.


Motion Wilhelm/Hallivis for Legal Counsel to proceed with communications to the membership to provide information regarding the Roanoke Circuit Court case and additionally to contact appropriate attorneys to ascertain the possibility of VPMA filing of an amicus brief should the case be appealed.  Passed unanimously.


Motion Beresh/Clement for VPMA to host an educational conference in late April or early May 2009 at the Homestead Resort.  Passed unanimously.  Upon passage of the motion, the President appointed Dr. Randy Clement to chair the Committee.


There being no further business, Dr. Zelen adjourned the meeting at 1:15 pm.
